Programme
Following a welcome by Waikato Region Chair Alan Dick the group split up into those wanting to learn about scoring (focusing on Compass v6 with an intro to Compass VB) presented by Mike Neels and chaired by Greg Davenport and those that wanted to attend the directing session presented by Allan Joseph (National Director) and chaired by Nick Saunders.
Scorers Summary

Mike presented the scorers session and showed various operations in Compass and questions from the floor were discussed and answered.  The topics covered were:
1. Update to Compass…what we need to know

2. The bridgemate goes wrong in round 1…diagnosis, treatment or restart

3. Adding/changing names, visitors

4. The event has changed from the original template…how do we manage that?

5. Correcting incorrect scores…when and how
Directors Summary
The Directors morning session discussed a number of situations at the playing table including:
1. Revoke

2. Calls out of rotation

3. Unintended call; and unintended designation

4. “Lead implications”…what, when and why ..Law 26
There was an opportunity for attendees to ask other questions from the floor.
Lunch
Pizza lunch was provided – including vegetarian and vegan options – very nice it was too.

Afternoon Session
For the afternoon session the whole group combined to discuss some issues that crop during a session where there are scoring implications, these included:
1. Fouled board (as opposed to “wrong board”); Definitions: Identify, then Fix – A. Joseph Scoring implications – M. Neels

2. Adjusted scores….Law 12

a. Adjusted score arising from damage due to an infraction

b. When to use an “artificial score”

c. When to use a “single weighted score”

d. When to use a “split score”

e. “Self-inflicted damage” and the “double shot”

f. Adjusted scores resulting from not being able to play a board(s)

3. Swiss Pairs/Teams – random draws, subsequent rounds
Finally, there was a presentation and discussion on the future of director development and accreditation.  This included what assistance do trainee directors need including practical help and online course.
The day ended with an open floor on what more can the region do to develop and encourage directing and scoring. Where to from here and whether the email group and the Whatsapp groups were valuable resources.
