Revoke (Laws 62 - 64)

Revoke occurs i.e. failure to follow suit when able. 

Is it the 12th trick?

Correct the 
cards 

played to 
last two 

tricks

No trick adjustment

Is the revoke established?*
Yes

Did the offender win a trick with the card?

Two trick automatic 
adjustment**

*A revoke becomes 
established when 
the offender or their 
partner leads or 
plays to the 
following trick, or 
when the offending 
side claims/concedes 
or agrees to a 
claim/concession. 
Declarer establishes 
a revoke in their 
hand as soon as they 
play a card to the 
next tick from either
their own hand or
from dummy

Offender must play 
the correct suit to the 

trick.
If the revoke is by a 

defender, the misplayed 
card becomes a major 

penalty card (Law 50)
